During the first week of class, ESL instructors assess students to 
check that they are placed in the appropriate class.  Sometimes, the 
assessment shows that a student is in a class that is too high or too 
low for their level.  If this happens, the department chairs and 
Continuing Education Counselor discuss moving the student to 
another class.  The team talks with the student so that any changes 
fit the student’s goals and English level.  This level adjustment 
happens with very few students, less than 5% per term.
